

NOTES TO TEACHER:

This first page is the teacher’s master copy.  Make one copy of page one for yourself and a copy of page 2 and 3 for each student in your class.

The teacher should draw a picture of a Gingerbread (similar to the one found on the next page) on a white board.  The teacher reads each statement and takes volunteers to name the rhyme that fits in the blanks.  The volunteer comes up and erases the given part off the Gingerbread man.  As you work on this together, the students cross out the part of their Gingerbread Man (page 2) at their seat.
When you are finished with page 1-2, you may choose to pass out page 3.  You can have the students work on this independently or in groups.
